POLICY FOR Village of East Troy Parks, Banner advertisements.

A. Banner advertisements at Village of East Troy parks/sports complexes will be for commercial advertising space only.  Non-commercial signs will be prohibited. 

B. The following types of advertisements will not be permitted: 

a. Advertising that is unlawful, obscene or indecent, or contains explicit messages or graphic representations pertaining to sexual contact, or contains an offensive level of sexual overtone, innuendo, or double entendre. 

b. Advertising of contraceptive products or hygiene products of intimately personal nature. 

c. Advertising of products or services with sexual overtones such as escort services, or establishments featuring x-rated or pornographic movies. 

d. Advertising containing foul or offensive language. 

e. Advertising that is harmful to children or is of a nature to frighten children, either emotionally or physically. 

i. The term “harmful to children” means language or pictures that (i) describe or depict sexual contact, or nudity; (ii) make use of foul language; (iii) describe or depict violent physical torture, destruction, or death of a human being; or (iv) describe or depict criminal activity in a way that tends to glorify or glamorize the activity and that, with respect to children under the age of 18, has a tendency to corrupt.

ii. The term “of nature to frighten children, either emotionally or physically” means language or pictures that describe or depict violent or brutal activities, whether such violence or brutality was intended or not in a manner that causes children under the age of 18 physical or emotional distress or fear for his personal safety or for the safety of others.

f. Advertising supporting or opposing a candidate, issue, or cause.  

g. Advertising of tobacco products. 

h. Advertising alcoholic beverages 

C. For all advertising that is not prohibited, The Village of East Troy, The Parks & Recreation Committee, reserves the right to approve the advertiser’s proposed design, layout and format of the advertisement.

          Baseball Park Guidelines

1. Youth Baseball will furnish the sign, which shall be not bigger than 6 feet by 8 feet Vinyl Banner or Treated Plywood. 

2.  Youth Baseball will place the sign on the fence at the beginning of each season (late March/ early April) and take down and store the sign at the end of the baseball season (September) if it is a vinyl banner. Plywood signs may stay up year round if in good condition. 

3. The Village may remove any sign that is in poor condition as it determines, the Village of East Troy will give the Baseball Association a 14-Day notice to remove the sign.  If the sign is not removed within this time the Village will remove the sign and charge the Baseball Association $40 (Forty) per hour. 

4. Youth Baseball shall determine where the sign shall be placed on the fence.  The sign and its design and message must be approved by the Village of East Troy Parks and Recreation Department before it is displayed on the fence. 

5. The Village will not be responsible for any damage to the sign.  Repairs or replacement of the sign due to damage caused by wear and tear, wind, vandalism, theft, or damage caused by any other reason will be at the Undersigned’s sole expense 

6. These Guidelines will be reviewed yearly or as needed. 

Specifications

· Not bigger than 6’ by 8’ Solid Vinyl White Banners or Treated Plywood

· Wood signs shall be mounted only on posts that are concreted into the ground.  Wood signs may stay up year round.

· Vinyl Banners will have multiple wind slits with reinforced grommets every 2 feet.

· Design Standards to include:

· Company Logo

· Two color print

· Two bullet points of Text

· Website and/or phone number
